Presidentts Message

What a great time of the year! The dull dreary color of winter has given way
to the colors of a new life for the spring season. Turkeys are gobbling; caddis
are hatching and yshing season is well underway. As spring temperatures
rejuvenate life in the outdoors it also rekindles our desires to meet our
challenges and accomplish our goals for the coming year. The temperatures
have been below normal during the stocking season, which actually is a good
thing. Both for the trout and the volunteers transporting the trout to their
destinations. On the other hand the below normal temperatures have kept the
water cooler as well, which from the reports | have been receiving, make for
some tough yshing. With plenty of trout in the Muddy Creek watershed once
we reach optimum feeding temperatures the yshing should be excellent.

I thank all the volunteers who have been working with Maurice during the
stocking season. Job Well Done! Within the next few weeks the stockings
for this spring will be completed. However when the stocking is completed
we are not done. We need this great group of volunteers to continue to be
involved with our mission throughout the year. The trout stocking is just a
small part of the big picture for the Muddy Creek watershed. There are more
important projects to be accomplished that will beneyt the watershed as well
as the trout.

MCTU has received hundreds of trees and shrubs for planting which will
stabilize stream banks, provide shade in the headwaters and help to keep the
water temperatures suitable for trout. The troutés survival depends on the
environment in which it lives. Our mission is to conserve, protect and restore
the Muddy Creek watershed. Wedve even started a plant nursery to hold plant
material for future needs.

The trees have been removed and excavation is underway for the new nursery
building. The new facility will be volunteer friendly more efycient and
cosmetically more pleasing. We have masonry and electrical services lined
up to complete this aspect of the project. Carpentry skills will be needed to
complete the inside work to meet our needs, along with landscaping around
the perimeter.

MCTU is applying for several GP3 permits for stream work this summer. The
North Branch Phase-1 project above Felton will begin in late May or June.
Materials have been delivered to the construction site and we are looking
forward to completing this project. Aquatic Resource Restoration Company
has also been working on design work for the Woodbine project and hopefully
we can get this project completed in the not too distant future.

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PF&BC Regulation Changes

The Pennsylvania Fish & Boat
Commission has proposed rulemaking
changes up for public comment
regarding the number of special
regulation catagories currently in
effect. As you may already know,
the Selective Harvest ALO catagory
has been dropped and these streams
were lumped into the Trophy Trout
ALO catagory. This change protects
the Codorus Creekés wild trout to 140
instead of the previous 110 size limit.
This was good news for Codorus Creek
wild trout anglers. As you can see
below, the new proposals will protect
the wild trout populations even more.

The desire to consolidate regulations
and reduce confusion came from the
2002 Trout Summit where anglers
from around the state gathered to brain-
storm with the F&BC to improve trout
yshing opportunities.

One of the changes that affects
Muddy Creek is the Delayed Harvest
Fly Fishing Only and Heritage Trout
Angling (affecting 33 waters) would be
combined to Catch and Release FFO
with no harvest period. Other proposed
changes important to conservation
minded anglers include the two trophy
trout regulations. The minimum size
for harvest has been increased from two
ysh at 140 to one ysh at 249, while the
harvest period would be year round.

This is one detail we are not pleased about
because the largest ysh can be targeted
in the fall while spawning time is in full
swing. Also, the vast majority of the
streams that have Trophy Trout ALO and
Trophy Trout All Tackle regulations are
not capable of producing many, if any ysh
over 240. (ie; Codorus Creek) This could
bring undue pressure to these streams
from anglers in search of that fiwall mounto
trophy ysh that just isnét there. Add to this
the year round harvest, and (where legal)
All Tackle regulations, and the incidental
mortality rates could negatively impact the
wild trout population.

The other option on the chart below is the
Catch & Release focus being presented as
an alternative to the Trophy Trout focus.
MCTU and PA Trout feel this is the more
sensible and conservation minded choice
for protecting our wild trout resources.
Streams like the Codorus Creek, Little
Juniata, Penns Creek, Fishing Creek, etc.,
can only improve as wild trout ysheries
with a catch and release focus.

Please write a simple letter stating your
preference toward the C&R or Trophy
Trout focus by June 15th to have an impact
on the Commission meetings on July 18
and 19.
